HTBA 2YO SERIES
Scone Race Club will offer increased bonuses on three two year old races this year, courtesy of the Hunter Thoroughbred Breeders’ Association. This follows an increase in prize money from last year for the HTBA 2YO Race Series.
The increase starts with the two year old race on 13 February and continues on to meetings on 27 March and 20 April, 2012.

Prize money for each race is $15,000 and the BOBS bonus is $10,000.
There is an added incentive with the HTBA increasing their bonus to $10,000 per race.

However, to qualify for that bonus the winner must be a graduate of last year’s HTBA Scone yearling sale which includes buy backs and passed-in lots. 

If the first race is won by a horse that does not qualify, the HTBA bonus for that race will be split between the next two races so the 27 March 2YO race will have a bonus of $15,000 as will the race on the 20 April programme. If the bonus is not won on the 27 March race, then the bonus for the 20 April will jackpot to $30,000.

“This is a great opportunity for connections to win serious prize money if they qualify for the bonuses. The HTBA bonus is certainly providing quality lead up races for the Carnival in May and we are indebted to the HTBA for their help in putting this package together,” Club chairman, Noel Leckie, said.
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
